Summary The main purpose of the CREARCH Project is to develop a European network of innovative cultural archives, to utilize and promote the history 
and memory that these archives preserve by means of interactive communication, narration in various forms, digital technology and the performing 
arts. The anticipated outcome of the Project is the increase in the accessibility of the archives and the attraction of the attention of a wider audience.
